Dane served his community and country with honor. He was a Carroll County Jail Deputy, tragically lost in a car accident on January 
29, 2022, alongside Deputy Noah Rainey while responding to a call for help in Clinton County. 

Before his service in law enforcement, Dane proudly served nearly two years in the U.S. Army: departed for Basic Training at Ft. 
Benning, GA on Sept 26, 2017; graduated Basic on Dec 7, 2017, then moved on to AIT (Advanced Individual Training); became a 
15T Blackhawk Repairer on May 11, 2018; staƟoned at Ft. Wainwright, Alaska unƟl his honorable and medical discharge on June 
29, 2019.  Dane’s legacy lives on through acts of service, remembrance, and kindness.
